Dimension of Sino A merican Security

W rth the deepening of globalization and international inter
dependence the failure of states has become an outstanding
factor affecting regional security and global stability. There
are four steps to address state fallure preventive diploma
cy peace making peacekeeping and post conflict peace
building with the last three steps being considered as reme
dial measures. Although preventive measures are impor
tant rtisimpossible to completely prevent the emergence of
failed states. Thus remedial measures for state failure may
be regarded as a key to safeguarding international security
and stability. This paper discusses what remedial measures
should be taken by the international com munity in dealing
with failed states whether China and the United States can
have strategic cooperation on this issue and how they
should cooperate If such possibility exists. The paper con
cludes that state faillure has been posing strategic challenges
to both China and the United States and the two countries
can benefit from cooperation in meeting these challenges to
gether.

The Bush Administration s Policy toward the DPRK
and the Korean Nuclear Crisis Zhang Yeliang 33
After a brief review of U.S. DPR K relations since the end
of the Cold War the article concentrates on the adjustment
of US policy toward DPRK under the G. W . Bush Adminis
tration and the causes for such adjustment. It then analyses



the trend of US policy toward DPR K and the prospects for
the Korean nuclear crisis. The author holds that the Bush
A dministration s policy toward DPRK 1is the result of com
promising two different policy approaches but it reflects
greater influence of the conservatives. After the September
11 tragedy the Bush Administration pushed by the conser
vatives formulated the strategy of“ Hawkish Engagement
toward the DPRK. The implementation of the strategy im
mediately intensified the US DPRK relationship which had
become more relaxed in the second half of the Clinton Ad
ministration. Hence the nuclear crisis. After the outbreak
of the crisis the Bush Administration made some tactical
adjustment of rts policy while maintaining its basic goal.
T he strategic intention of the® Hawkish Engagement” ad
vocated by the conservatives remains intact. This will
bring great uncertainties to the resolution of the crisis.

In the ear
ly postwar years the major foreign policy decisions inclu
ding the setting up of the UN the aid to Greece and Tur
key the Marshall Plan etc. were all great achievements of
bipartisan efforts. Bipartisanship won much applause due to
the successful policies and was to some degree sanctified
since people believed it could bring to A merica unified co
herent and effective foreign policies in the face of external
dangers. Meanwhile in the long run the deeper influence of
bipartisanship was reflected in the intensification of Cold
W ar consensus and the expansion of executive power. A bi
partisan foreign policy seemed to be necessary and useful in



the short run but the com mon illusion and the slogans a
bout patriotism and national interest would easily stifle any
criticism ossify policy thinking and result in great costs In
the long run.
