China s foreign policy in the early 1970 s bogged down in the con
flict between reality and ideology . As for the war in Vietham ide
ology demanded Chinas support of Vietnam s anti A merican
struggle while reality called for a Sino U.S. reconciliation. As a
resultt Chinas Vietnam policy shifted from resolutely opposing
peace talks and supporting Viethamese resistance through to the
end to a prudential attitude of agreeing to peace talks without Chi
nese involvementand later on of advising Hanoi to sign the Paris
peace agreement as soon as posgble. While China continued to
help Vietnam in its struggle for unification through peace talks
the Soviet Union too gave more support to and hence gained
more influence on  Vietnam . Relying on its position of strength
Moscow finally won over Vietnam to its side in the Sino Soviet
hostilities .

ACHESON MOREGENTHAU AND U.S. NON RECOGNITION

The former secretary of state Dean Acheson exchanged views by
correspondence with Hans J. Morgenthau a founder of the realist
school of international relations theory on the Truman
administration s policy of non recognition of new China. The tex
tual research and analysis of the declassified but largely neglected
letters between them tend © disprove the stll popular view point
that Acheson attem pted to reconciliate with Com munist China in
1949 1950 but was unsuccessful owing to the objections from
the Amenican press and Congress. The claimed “ realism” in
Acheson s letters in defense of the non recognition policy was sub
Ject to the anta com munist and anti Soviet ideology  distinguishing
rtself from true realism.
