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The American political scenario has undergone important changes
since the beginning of the 1990s. The most outstanding of such
changes is the retum of the wave of conservatism . In the period
there have been three major political elections two presidental
and one primary. Their results all point to the renewed rise of
conservatism. Such a nise s so drastic that it has profound 1mpacts
on the economic and sodal policies of the Amenican Administra
tion quickening 1ts change from liberalism to conservatism and
exercising important influence on A merican politics. Based on the
analysis of the three elections the author explores the causes for
the nise of conservatism and 1ts 1mpacts on the federal policies par
tisan politics and ethnic relations.
